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Exploring Intertidal Puget Sound 

Program Registration 2012 
We invite teachers to join the Environmental Science Center (ESC) for a special Exploring Intertidal Puget Sound program which engages their students in hands-on learning about our local Puget Sound beach habitat and the organisms that live there.  Each program includes a one hour classroom presentation AND a 1.5 hour guided field study at Seahurst Beach.  
If your school has 50% or greater reduced or free lunch rate,
your class is eligible for FREE programs and transportation.
Classroom Presentation
This one hour presentation is delivered in your classroom by an ESC naturalist and includes a PowerPoint slide show with a specific activity based on your chosen focus area.  Beach etiquette and stewardship are stressed!  Teachers can choose from four possible focus areas: 

1: “Who Am I?” -  Identification of Marine Invertebrates (Suggested grades K-2)

2: “Who’s My Neighbor?” -  Intertidal Zones (Suggested grades 3-4)

3: “Who’s My Dinner?” -  Predators and Prey of Marine Invertebrates (Suggested grades 4-6)

4: “Who’s My Relative?” -  Organize Marine Invertebrates by Phylum (Suggested grades 7-12)  

Field Study, Chaperones, and Transportation
Field Studies are typically held at Seahurst Beach although an alternate site may be requested.  During the field study, we would like students put into groups of 10-13 with two chaperones for each group.  So, please plan for at least 4 chaperones for each class if possible.    
Teachers need to arrange for transportation for this field trip.  If your school has 50% or greater reduced or free lunch rate, funds may be available to assist with transportation.   If ESC subsidizes your transportation, we require that buses be filled to capacity with at least three classes --group registration is encouraged!  If you receive a transportation subsidy, you are still required to arrange transportation and have your school or district bill ESC.  
Cost and Billing

The fee for this program is $200 per class (less than 30 students) and includes a one hour classroom session with a naturalist and a 1.5 hour beach field study with two naturalists.  An invoice will be sent upon scheduling the course.   If your school has 50% or greater reduced or free lunch rate, your course fee will be waived and you will be notified promptly regarding transportation subsidies.
